Conductors

Walter L. Hickman , Assistant Conductor, Atlanta Concert Band, and
leader of the Big Peach Swing Band, earned the Bachelor of Music
degree from the University of Tennessee and a Master of Music from
Georgia State University. He moved to the Atlanta area in 1986 to

accept the award of Graduate Assistant at Georgia State Univer-

sity. He served on the music staff at Rehoboth Baptist Church in

Tucker, Georgia from 1988 -2001and currently is the staff trombon-
ist at Dunwoody Baptist Church, Dunwoody, Georgia. He began studio
teaching in 1990, and has performed often since age 16. He has en-
joyed a variety of engagements, including hundreds of community, re-
cording and traveling events, performing for such artists as The
Temptations, The Four tops, the Impressions, The Supremes, Barry
Manilow, Aretha Franklin, Johnny Mathis, Bernadette Peters,

as the Associate Director of Bands at Peachtree Charter Middle

Kirkpatrick Fanfare - Andrew Boysen Jr.

Commissioned by Central Missouri State University for the dedi-
cation of the James C. Kirkpatrick Library in 1999, this work

has a definite Irish flavor, including a strain of Danny Boy. The
fanfare features driving rhythms and exciting brass figures,
making this dramatic work a true crowd pleaser. Composer An-
drew Boysen, Jr. is a professor in the music department at the
University of New Hampshire, where he conducts the wind sym-
phony and teaches conducting, orchestration and composition.

When Angels Weep - George Farmer

George Farmer tells the emotional story behind When Angels
Q\ \ gt

The inspiration for this piece came the day we all watched the
towers fall in New York, September 11, 2001. | wrote the music
for those who perished September 11, and also for my niece who
lost both of her sons that same day. Grant and Ethan were born
the morning of September 11 and died about the time the buildings
fell. The flute solo represents Grant and the oboe solo, Ethan.
When Angels Weep was first performed by the University of
South Florida Symphony Band for which it was dedicated.
Farmer has taught instrumental music for 32 years and is look-
ing forward to dedicating his full attention to composition

when he retires from teaching.

Satiric Dances - Norman Dello Joio

Satiric Dances was commissioned by the Concord Band, Concord,
Massachusetts, to commemorate the Bicentennial of April 19,
1775, the day that launched the American War for Independence.
At the North Bridge, in what is now Minute Man National His-
torical Park, the first ordered firing upon British Regulars by
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Colonial militiamen resulted in “"the shot heard “round the

world." Dello Joio, then Dean of Boston University's School for

the Arts, agreed to do the commission, but stipulated it would be
based on a piece he had used as background music for a comedy by
Aristophanes. The most famous comic dramatist of ancient
Greece, Aristophanes was born an Athenian citizen about 445 BC.
His plays commented on the political and social issues of fifth
century Athens and frequently employed satire. The first dance
movement is annotated as allegro pesante. The brass entry signi-
fies the importance of the work, but the brisk tempo keeps the
simplicity of ““peasantry" from being ponderous. Taking a much
slower adagio mesto tempo, the second dance begins with a melan-
choly tune from the flutes and low brass. The movement has

light and delicate features that are quite exposed. Its central
theme might evoke thoughts of a dance in a meadow that eventu-
ally reverts into a more solemn theme. Without a break in the
music, the final movement is introduced by rolls from the snare
drum. The tempo is indicated as allegro spumante and is the fast-
est of the composition. The quick turns and dynamics evoke im-
ages of the objects that were the titles of Aristophanes' plays:
Clouds, Wasps, and Birds.

Soly Sombra - George Gates

The term Sol y Sombra (Sun or Shade) is a reference to the prac-
tice of selling bullfight tickets on the sunny or shady side of

the arena with the seats in the shade obviously being most pre-
ferred. The march beautifully captures the lyrical, lush quali-

ties of the Spanish Paso Doble and the traditional drama of the
bullfight.
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A Festival Prelude - Alfred Reed

A Festival Prelude was written in commemoration of the twenty

-fifth anniversary of the Tri -State Music Festival, held annually
in Enid, Oklahoma. It was given its first performance on that

occasion by the Phillips University Concert Band, to whom it is

dedicated, with the composer conducting. While still in manu-

script, it was widely performed throughout the country, and

has come to be regarded as one of Alfred Reed's most brilliant

and powerful works for the modern concert band.

As Summer Was Just Beginning - Larry Daehn

Composer Larry D. Daehn was born in Wisconsin in 1939 and grew
up there on farms. He has a B.A. in Musical Education from the
University of Wisconsin at Oshkosh (1964) and his Masters de-
gree from the University of Wisconsin at Platteville (1976).

America remembers James Dean (1931 -1955), legendary film star
and cult icon, for his "intense acting style and brooding good-

looks" (www.jamesdean.com ). Though Dean only made 3 movies

East of Eden, Rebel Without a Cause, and Giant until his life

tragically ended in a car accident at age 24, he is considered one

of the "greatest film stars in history" (www.jamesdean.com).

Dean grew up on his aunt and uncle's farm in Fairmont, Indiana

and upon gaining critical attention, moved to Hollywood to

pursue a career in films (www.jamesdean.com). Dean got his first

big break with the movie East of Eden. While driving to a race

in Salinas, California on September 30, 1955, Dean died in a head -
on collision. His death "sparked an unparalleled outpouring of

sorrow.” Since his death numerous reports and rumors have

spread regarding Dean's bisexuality. Dean was said to have sup-

ported himself as a male prostitute during his first struggling

years as an actor. Though the studio forwarded several
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reports of romances Dean had with several co -stars, as was Hol-
lywood's common procedure at the time with gay and bisexual

actors, all reports were fiction. The legend of James Dean is

still very much alive. Three years after his death, Warner

Brothers received more letters to him than to any living actor.

Now, fifty years later, Dean's image is still seen on posters and t

-shirts; his name is the subject of "many books, songs, TV docu-

mentaries, plays, movies, and magazine articles."

The bronze bust of James Dean pictured above, created by Holly-
wood artist Kenneth Kendall stands on the west edge of the

lawn of Griffith Park Observatory in Los Angeles, California,
where

major segments of Rebel Without a Cause were filmed. A Greek
inscription on Dean's right shoulder when translated reads "As
Summer Was Just Beginning." Daehn chose this epitaph, from a
painting by John La Farge, concerning the death of a young per-
son, as the title of his work.

Brighton Beach March - William P. Latham

Brighton Beach, a concert march composed in 1954, was William
Latham's first published work for band. It was an immediate suc-
cess with school band directors and was listed among the 100
most popular marches by The Instrumentalist four times between
1960 and 1976. The style is British, in the tradition of Edward
Elgar, Gustav Holst, William Walton, and Ralph Vaughan Wil-
liams. The title refers to the famous resort on the southern

coast of England.
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Sinfonia Nobilissima - Robert Jager

This overture is a work in the neo -romantic style and is in three
sections. After a short introduction, a dramatic and syncopated

fast section begins. After several false climaxes, as well as a

brief fugue, the slow, more emotional middle section begins. In the

final section of the work, a fast, syncopated style abruptly re-

turns and the overture ends with several deceptive, then com-

plete chords.
